Well, and eventful first week back —thank you for your understanding today. You will be pleased
to know that school is open tomorrow!

STAR ASSEMBLY, FRIDAYS 2.20pm: If your child is chosen to be Worker of the Week you will be
notified by their class teacher and invited to join our Friday Celebration Assembly. Please don’t
worry if you can’t make it, they will still be awarded their certificate.

Just a reminder that school starts at 8.30am; the silver gates at the side of school will be open
from 8.15am, and staff will be at the playground doors to welcome children into school from
8.20am, so they are ready to start lessons at 8.30am. Please make sure your child is in school on
time so they don’t miss important learning at the start of the school day.

Collection at 3pm will be from outside the wooden nursery gate (Nursery/FS1), outside the
wooden FS2 gate (Reception) or the area outside the playground doors (Year 1 & Year 2). If you
are collecting Year 1 children please try to stand to the right hand side of the doors, under the
Puffin class window, it is easier to see you from the hall window. If you are collecting children
from the Puffin class please stand in front of the railings that lead down to the cellar, and if you are
collecting children from Flamingos please stand in front of the garden area. This is where we will
look first when we are sending children out at home time so your support with this would be
greatly appreciated.

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NURSERY/DUCKLINGS — WELLY BOOT WEDNESDAY: On Wednesdays your child should come to
nursery wearing their puddlesuit and wellington boots. They will be outside all session so please
make sure that as the weather gets colder they are well wrapped up and have gloves and hats.
BREAKFAST CLUB & AFTER SCHOOL CARE: You can book these sessions through School Comms. If
you have any problems with this please let us know by text message or by email. Sessions must be
booked in advance whenever possible to ensure adequate staffing.

CREATING & MAKING WITH FOOD: Thank you to those of you who have already sent in your
child’s baking money. This year we are again aiming to develop a greater understanding of food
and nutrition across school. Every term all children in school will have the opportunity to create
and make something with food and with this in mind we are asking for a contribution of £3 per
child to cover the cost of ingredients for the year. Please put your child’s baking money in a
named envelope stating that this is baking money and hand this to your child’s class teacher or
bring it up to the office. Thank you.

WATER BOTTLES: Please make sure your child comes to school every day with a bottle of fresh
water. Please make sure your child gets into the habit of bringing their water bottle home after
school so it can be refilled. On the occasions that you may forget to send your child to school with
a water bottle you will be able to purchase a bottle from the office at a cost of 50p. If your child
needs a bottle of water during the school day Chris will send you a text to let you know one has
been given and money is owing. Water bottles should be clearly named so your child can easily
identify their bottle. Your child’s water bottle should be put in the trolley under where the reading
books are stored. You will see it is clearly labelled. YOUR CHILD SHOULD ONLY HAVE WATER IN
THEIR WATER BOTTLE. BOTTLES ARE ABLE TO BE REFILLED DURING THE SCHOOL DAY WITH
WATER FROM THE CLASSROOMS, THIS IS SUITABLE FOR DRINKING.

SNACK: During the morning your child will be offered a piece of fruit as provided through the Free
Fruit School Scheme. There is a variety provided during the week which consists of apples, pears,
oranges, carrots, bananas etc. as in season. Your child will also be encouraged to drink their water
throughout the day.
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LUNCH: We would like to encourage all children to have a hot school meal at lunchtime. A packed
lunch is an option but we hope that most children will opt for a school meal. There is no charge
for school meals for infant children.

CLOTHING: Please make sure your child keeps a snowsuit/puddlesuit and wellington boots in
school. Please make sure any uniform your child wears to school is clearly named. This is
especially important for sweatshirts, cardigans and coats. It may be a good idea to attach a
keyring with a small figure to the zip pull to help your child to recognise their coat more easily! If
your child comes out of school at the end of the day without their cardigan or sweatshirt, please
send them back in to collect it — having items named makes this so much easier! Clothes that are
left at the end of the day will be hung on your child’s peg (if named) or put onto the trolley that is
put outside nursery every morning. Please make sure your child comes to school every day with
a waterproof and weatherproof coat. NO SCARVES PLEASE.

JEWELLERY: CHILDREN ARE NOT ALLOWED TO WEAR ANY JEWELLERY TO SCHOOL. THIS
INCLUDES TOY JEWELLERY, BRACELETS, WATCHES (unless your child can tell the time) & EAR-
RINGS (other than plain studs). Please support us with this. Thank you.

HEADLICE: Please make sure you check your child’s head on at least a weekly basis. It is really
important that you treat your child’s head immediately if you find any sign of headlice. You will be
